The film is about a unique group of first-time women pilgrims,
who walked 250 kilometers on the Camino de Santiago de Compostela, a medieval pilgrimage. “This walk
is to generate awareness about the need to support independent artists in Canada,” she announces with
passion.

The momentum started when Sue produced and narrated a storytelling CD about her pilgrimage on the
Camino de Santiago de Compostela, which then became her first best-selling book, My Camino. She has
recently released her second book called Confessions of a Pilgrim. When asked to guide others on a
similar spiritual quest, Sue undertook to produce and direct a feature documentary film to share the stories
of their personal journey.
